For students majoring in 
anything from accounting to 
physics, the October Career 
Fair offered employm ent 
opportunities in a variety o f 
com panies, from A FLA C  to 
Walgreens.

W ednesday's career fair 
offered 106 em ployers the 
chance to meet, greet and 
possibly hire the 1,000 to 1,200 
area students who attended the 
fair.

“ Students are making great 
contacts,” Career Development 
Center Director Jean Paterson 
said. “ Some are going to get a job 
offer pretty straightforward, right 
aw ay from an em ployer, and 
many o f them are going to go 
through many more interviews 
before they get an offer.”

The SIU E Career 
Development Center, along with 
M cKendree and Principia

colleges, sponsored the event, 
which was in the Vadalabene 
Center. With the assistance from 
student volunteers, several being 
from the STARS Program, the 
career fair kicked o ff at 9 a.m. 
The employers ranged from local 
businesses to branches o f
national companies.

“We need to be able to show
(the employers) what our 
students have to offer,” Paterson 
said. “ We get employers from a 
variety of places throughout the 
United States. Locally, we have a 
lot of employers that are national 
companies and their local offices 
do the interviewing. It all 
depends on the company and 
what their situation is.”

Traveling the farthest to the 
October Career Fair, the Los 
Angeles County Department of 
Public Works visited from the 
West Coast to recruit employees.

“We came here to hire 
quality engineers and this school 
has a reputation as a very good

engineering school,” Assistant 
Division Head of Programs 
Development Division for Los 
Angeles County Department of 
Public Works T. Scott Schales 
said. “We recruit nationally, but 
this is the only job fair that we 
have done in Illinois this year. 
Career fairs are an excellent way 
to reach students for the Los 
Angeles County of Public Works.”

Not only did em ployers 
attend the fair but also graduate 
schools throughout the Midwest. 
From Loyola University Chicago 
to Des Moines University, 
students became acquainted with 
another set of possibilities after 
receiving a bachelor's degree.

“We're looking for 
undergrad students who are 
interested in getting a master’s 
degree or a doctorate degree,” St. 
Louis University recruiter Justin 
Lampe said. “A career fair is 
good (place to advertise) because 
people who are looking for jobs 
are also looking at continuing

Campus cops bust for beer

Police are noticing a spike in 
underage drinking.

There have been a lot of 
problems with alcohol this year, 
Capt. Gina Hays said.

Since the beginning o f the 
fall semester, there have been 13 
unlawful consumption o f alcohol 
charges, one illegal

transportation o f alcohol charge, 
five charges o f possession of 
alcohol by a minor and two 
driving under the influence 
charges stemming from the zero 
tolerance policy.

The total number o f alcohol- 
related arrests is up from last 
year. From Aug. 16 to Sept. 16, 
2002, 18 arrests involving 
alcohol were made and one 
ambulance requested. This

semester, there have been 21 
arrests in relation to alcohol and 
six ambulance requests.

“There seems to be some 
indications the first couple w eeks 
o f school,” Hays said. “ Kids 
were drinking to an extreme level 
of intoxication.”

Lt. Dan Keeton admits that 
the numbers are not as significant 
as the shock factor.

During the past few weeks 
the temperature has been 
dropping and the cold season is 
moving in.

Students need to prepare 
themselves to ward o ff illness in 
order to avoid missing classes.

Director o f Health Services 
Riane Greenwalt said they hive 
seen a definite increase in the 
number of students coming in 
with colds.

She recommends students be 
aware o f the increase in illness 
during the cold weather.

“ If they (students) are at 
home they should take Tylenol or 
Ibuprofen for pain or fever, and 
increase their water intake to 
keep everything loose. A lso, 
students can take a decongestant 
and o f course cough drops,” 
Greenwalt said.

If symptoms don’t improve 
after three to four days students 
are recommended to see a doctor.

“They may or may not be 
able to prescribe an over- 
the-counter decongestant,” 
Greenwalt said.

The most important factor in 
warding o ff disease, “Wash your 
hands. It’s the clue to everything, 
good hygene,” Greenwalt said.

Health Services w ill provide 
free flu shots beginning next 
week.

be that the spring fair was our 
largest fair; now the fall fair has 
become larger. It depends on the 
employers’ recruiting cycle .”

Students interested in 
attending the next career fair, or 
who are preparing to apply for a 
job, may find the Career 
Development Center’s
resources useful throughout the 
year.

“Besides all the one-on-one 
activities we do with the students 
directly, we do workshops on

resume writing, interviewing 
technique and w e do 
presentations,” Paterson said.

“ We have the IM AGE 
program where students learn 
about the whole process o f doing 
the job search, getting their 
resume ready, doing mock 
interviews with employers; it’s an 
all-day event.”

While many students refrain 
from visiting the Career 
Development Center or the 
career fairs because o f a

distant graduation, Paterson 
recommends considering visiting 
sooner rather than later.

“ We think all students should 
participate in all events that we 
do because a student needs to 
be prepared from the freshman 
year because senior year shows 
up too quickly,” Paterson said. 
“Companies’ recruiting schedules 
(may not be active later), a 
student may be graduating in 
May ’04, but these people are 
interviewing these students now.”

Retreat designed to awaken students

M em bers o f the Catholic Newman 
Student Union have had late-night meetings and a 
constant flo w  o f e-m ails in preparation for 
their most awaited function o f the year.

The A w akenings Retreat has been a 
tradition for the Catholic Campus Ministry since 
its start in 2001.

Aw akenings is a student-guided trip 
through what it means to be Christian, and it 
examines living the w ay God wants people to 
live.

Students w ho attend the retreat, 
called awakeners, w ill also meet a community o f 
people designed to help them continue to grow 
in faith.

The w eekend is run entirely by 
elected members from CNSU including 21-year-old 
SIU E  alumna Jenny Esker, the elected 
leader, or rector, o f this year’s retreat.

Esker said one o f the purposes o f 
Aw akenings is to g iv e  students a chance to 
explore their faith.

“ Some people come to the retreat with a 
firm relationship with God; some come with 
very little faith; some are trying to find faith, 
and all o f these people gain something from 
this retreat,” Esker said.

“ Everyone is on their own level and it is 
the differences that allow  each person to 
learn som ething new about faith, love and 
them selves.”

Although shrouded in secrecy, the 
weekend offers students from SIU E and 
other college cam puses the opportunity to listen and 
talk about G od, faith , prayer and other 
facets o f Christianity in a confidential and 
friendly environment.

Though the retreat’s focus is one of religion, 
it also serves as a vacation for some students 
and a chance to meet new people and make 
friends.

The days at Lake Springfield 
Christian A ssem bly are scheduled with events and

activities designed to open students’ 
minds concerning their relationship with 
themselves, others and God.

“So many of us go through life in a pattern 
with set schedules and meetings. It’s almost like we 
are going through life with our eyes closed,” Esker 
said.

She also said she believes many people carry 
the opinion that their faith is what it is and should 
not be changed.

To this view, Esker assures the retreat 
w ill allow  awakeners to open their eyes to 
something new that plays a part in their everyday 
lives.

Though the retreat is sponsored by CNSU 
and CCM , the weekend is nondenominational 
and people o f all faiths are encouraged to 
come.

“There isn’t any Catholic doctrine or 
history,” Esker said. “We mainly focus on the 
ideas-of being a Christian in faith and how we can 
live as one outside o f the retreat.”

Though Roman Catholicism is not the focus 
o f the retreat, there are Catholic M asses and a 
reconciliation service, which is a sacrament 
incorporated into the weekend.

Esker assures that none o f the awakeners 
are forced to participate in those 
particular activities, and full explanations o f the 
activities are given ahead o f time so students 
o f other faiths can understand why Catholics do 
them.

“ It [Catholic actvities] is a very small fraction
o f the weekend and there are other activities for 

people to do if they are really uncomfortable in 
participating in Mass or reconciliation,” Esker said.

The Awakenings retreat is Friday, Oct. 10, 
through Sunday, Oct. 12.

A cost of $40 per person covers food, room 
and board, and transportation if necessary.

There are also scholarships available for 
students who cannot afford the cost.

It’s 52 degrees and raining, 
but junior m idfielder Addae 
Rique and the members of the 
SIU E m en’s soccer team are 
outside practicing anyway.

In contrast, far away in 
Trinidad and Tobago, where 
Rique grew  up 
playing soccer, 
it is 83 degrees 
and sunny.

Warming up before practice 
with the rest of the team, Rique 
admitted the cold made him miss 
the warmer temperatures of 
Trinidad and Tobago.

“ It is cold today,” he said.

“ I didn’t hear about him 
coming until the day he was out 
here,” freshman midfielder Eddie 
Davis said. “But from the very 
first practice, it was obvious he 
was going to be a huge asset to 
the team.”

“ I was excited to hear he was 
transferring here. Everybody 
w as.” senior m idfielder Brian 
Horan said. “Getting a player of 
his caliber is always good for a

team.”
Huneke said he b e liev es 

Rique is such a 
dominating p layer 
because he has both a 
mental grasp o f the 
gam e and a strong 
physical presence.

“ He is sm art,” 
Huneke said. “ He 

knows how the game should be 
played and is a very cerebral 
player, but he also has a 
noticeable physical presence on 
the field and a superb presence 
on the ball.”

Horan said Rique “ alw ays 
makes smart decisions and never 
fails to know where the goal is,” 
which helps the offense control 
the game.

R ique’s solid decision­
making skills do help the team 
maintain possession of the ball 
and establish an offensive 
rhythm, according to Huneke.

“ He makes good decisions 
and is very effective  at 
distributing the ball w e ll ,” 
Huneke said. “ He has helped us 
maintain an offensive rhythm 
that is very hard for other teams 
to defend against.”

Rique credits his decision­
making skills to instinct.

“Soccer is a game that you 
need to play in the moment,” 
Rique said. “ Every time a new 
situation arises, my mind is just 
clicking. I just make decisions by 
instinct.”

His instincts have paid o ff 
with five goals, a number he 
shares with senior midfielder Cal 
Thomas, two assists and two 
game-winning goals.

Other teams have noticed 
Rique’s offense production, but
