Students unload boxes and settle in on campus

For freshman secondary education major
Brittany Albers of Centralia, Friday was a day filled
with mixed emotions as she made the move from her
home to Bluff Hall.

“I’'m excited to be leaving home, but I'm still a
little sad,” Albers said.

Albers is one of the many freshmen who moved
into the residence halls Friday, filling the dorms to
maximum capacity with the largest freshmen class in
SIUE’s history.

Scott Gluntz, associate director of Housing, said
1,417 freshmen occupied the residence halls, with
479 in Bluff Hall, 476 in Woodland Hall and 462 in
Prairie Hall.

Gluntz also said about 12 of these freshmen are
living in lounges converted into temporary rooms
because of the large demand to live on campus.

“The lounges are only temporary (rooms),”
Gluntz said. “We should be able to move them into
permanent rooms within the first couple of weeks.”

Albers’ parents, Kirby and David Albers, helped
their daughter settle into her new living space before
they left her at her new home, 1-West, home of the
Honor Scholars’ Focused Interest Community.

Kirby Albers said it had been an emotional day
for the family.

“We’'re proud of (Brittany),” Kirby Albers said.
“We’'re sad, but she’ll be fine.”

Kirby Albers said one of her main concerns was
her daughter’s safety, but after attending school tours
and Springboard sessions, her fears were put to rest.

“The school addressed our safety issues,” Kirby
Albers said. “We've visited enough that (Brittany)’s
confident that she’ll be fine.”

David Albers said after three of his brothers had
attended SIUE, he was able to leave his daughter at
SIUE without worry.

“Fm happy with the SIUE campus,” David
Albers said. “The security here is great, and Fm very
at ease (leaving her here).”

Though they were confident their daughter
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Oduwole note still considered evidence
Student’s note in car threatened shooting at a university

A note found in the car of former SIUE student
Olustosin Oduwole will still be used as evidence
against him in his upcoming court case for gun
charges and making a terrorist threat.

Associate Judge Richard Tognarelli ruled that
the evidence was properly obtained when SIUE
Police searched Oduwole’s car last July on campus.

SIUE Police Chief Regina Hays said the note
was critical to the case against Oduwole.

“The judge said SIUE did a great job,” Hays
said. “Everything went as we thought it would.”

SIUE officers testified last week at a hearing

where Philip Dennis, Oduwole’s attorney, argued
that the note was found under a search warrant for a
gun crime.

The note read: “send $2 to ... paypal account if
this doesn’t reach $50,000 in the next 7 days then a
murderous rampage similar to the VT shooting will
occur at another highly populated university. THIS
ISNOT AJOKE!”

Oduwole was initially charged July 19, 2007
with theft by deception and computer fraud after a
Kirksville, Mo. man informed Wood River police
that he had sent a check to Oduwole and failed to
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Lowering the drinking
age to 18 could effect
students’ drinking habits

The current drinking age
could be on the way out if a
group of college administrators
across the country have their
way.

Spearheaded by Vermont-
based Choose Responsibility, a
group focused on promoting
safe alcohol use, the Amethyst
Initiative is a statement signed
by over 100 college and
university officials focused on
lowering the United States
drinking age to 18.

As of Friday, Illinois
signatories included Chicago
State University, Lake Forest
College, Quincy University and
Roosevelt University.

Grace Kronenberg,
assistant to the director of
Choose Responsibility, said the
initiative looks at the broader
issues and the effects of the 21
drinking age as well as the
“unintended consequences of
the law.”

“Based on the experience
and knowledge these
administrators have on their
own campus, they believe 21 is
not working,” Kronenberg said.
“We need to take a new look at
the law.”

Southern
University President Glenn
Poshard, SIUE Chancellor
Vaughn Vandegrift and
Southern Illinois University
Carbondale Chancellor Samuel
Goldman issued a statement
Aug. 18 saying the SIU system
will not appear in the
document.

“We feel that our students
are better served when they are
armed with information on the
damaging effects of underage
binge drinking,” Poshard said
in the statement. “Our direction

at SIU will continue to be to

educate and inform our
students and to have our
campus police departments

strictly enforce the current law.”

Over the past week, the
efforts of Choose
Responsibility have been met
with strong criticism and
resistance  from Mother’s
Against Drunk Driving, a
national group advocating
education against driving
impaired.

“Obviously, we do not
support lowering the drinking
age,” Trisha Clegg, affiliate
executive for the Illinois branch
of MADD said. “Lowering the
drinking age will increase the
chances of binge drinking,
sexual assault, violence and
injuries occurring.”

Clegg said the current
drinking age saves 900 fives
each year, totaling about
25,000 since the Minimum
Legal Drinking age went into
effect in 1984, according to the
National Highway and Traffic
Association.

Binge drinking, according
to Kronenberg, is something a
lower age limit would partially
eliminate, as is the case in many
countries with less stringent
policies on alcohol.

“We see a much healthier
overall relationship in other
countries when it comes to
alcohol,” Kronenberg said.
“Alcohol is consumed on a
more social basis in moderation
instead of with intoxication as
the goal.”

Kronenberg said while the
per-capita alcohol consumption
is higher in most European
countries, issues with excessive
consumption are more
problematic in the U.S.

An expert’s advice to avoid a dreaded parking ticket

Welcome to Southern Illinois University
Edwardsville!

I hope if and when we cross paths it’s not
on the second Friday of the month at the
Parking & Traffic Appeals Committee
meeting.

As a member of the Parking & Traffic
Appeals Committee, | would like to highlight
just a few Parking Services policies to help
you avoid a dreaded parking ticket.

But before | do that, and perhaps while |
still have your attention, I'd like to tell you
one of the reasons people receive tickets:
they’re running late.

Certainly you already
know these policies | have
chosen because if you've purchased a parking
hangtag, you've already signed a document
that says you have read the policies,
understand them and will abide by them. You
did read them, didn’t you?

Over the last six years that I've been on
the committee, I've found that the following
are some of the policies that individuals
parking on campus sometimes forget.

The purchase of a parking permit does
not guarantee the availability of a parking
space. Translation: If you've been parking in
the same lot for the last five days, weeks or
years and one day you arrive and there’s no

available space, that doesn’t give you
permission to a) park on the grass b) block
someone in, or ¢) park in the wrong color lot.
Take a deep breath and either locate another
spot in the appropriate color lot or back-up
lot. For example, if the brown lot is full go to
the red lot, if Lot A (green) is full go to Lot
E 9 (green). Parking in the wrong color lot,
blocking someone in or parking on the grass
will undoubtedly result in a ticket.

Students who park vehicles on university
property must purchase and display SIUE
parking permits on their vehicle. Translation:
If you’ve been parking in the same lot for die
last five days, weeks or years and one day
forget your hangtag, or it’s left on your
dashboard, or you left it in another vehicle,
take a deep breath and either find that
hangtag and hang it on your mirror or head
to Parking Services in Rendleman Hall, find a
spot in the lot next to the building (Lot C),
feed the meter and purchase a temporary day
parking permit for $2. Then re-park your
vehicle where it belongs. No hangtag
dangling from the rear-view mirror will
undoubtedly result in a ticket.

Meter parking is available for $1 an hour.
Bring lots of change. And, please don’t park
at a meter that is flashing “OUT OF
ORDER” or won’t accept your coins for
some reason. This will undoubtedly result in
a ticket. Caution: different meters have
different time limits - check the black label on
the meter for information.

Evening permits are sold to students

with evening classes and are valid for parking
in Lots A or E after 3 p.m. Monday through
Friday or in the red permit lots anytime.
Translation: If you pull into Lot A or E at
2:45 p.m. with your evening permit
displayed properly, park and head for the
library for some serious studying, it will
undoubtedly result in a ticket. 3 p.m. means 3
p.m. and tickets have the date and time
recorded.

If you have a red, green, blue, orange
brown or yellow (RH) permit on your car,
you are considered a visitor when parking at
Cougar Village.

Translation: |f you’re going to drive over
to visit a new friend of yours in Cougar
Village, your permit is honored in Lot 5A or
4A at Cougar Village and nowhere else at
Cougar Village. If you plan to stay overnight
contact 650-2900 and get the full details,
because there will be forms to complete
before you close your eyes to sleep.

These are just a few of the rules. Add the
Parking Services telephone number (650-
3680) to your cell phone contact list and if in
doubt, call before you park.

It’s that time of year again for the movie industry.
The dead zone between the blockbuster-filled summer
and the Thanksgiving feast that brings another helping of
big budget flicks with a side of Oscar contenders. For
now, movies like this week’s “Death Race” will try to fill
that void.

Award winning mentalist and
Springfield native Christopher Carter
wowed a large audience in the Morris
University Center’s Meridian Ballroom
Saturday night, reading minds, uncovering
audience member’s secrets and putting
them to sleep with the snap of his finger.

“Chris has been booked at
CAB events and was highly recommended
by them.”

Carter, whose act turned participants
into everything from Chippendale dancers
to Batman, enjoys the response he gets
from audience members during his unique
performances.

“Ifs a big adrenaline rush when you
unleash the creativity of 20 people on
stage,” Carter said. “Hypnosis isn't all that

SIUE Head Coach Todd Gober’s volleyball
squad will be tested immediately in Division |
action, as the team is set for a full slate of
competition in their first year of reclassification at
college athletics’ highest level.

“l feel like opposing coaches were very
cooperative in scheduling us,” Gober said. “Some
of these teams have athletes from our area on their
roster, and it’s nice for them to bring some of the
kids home.”

Senior setter Mallory Clements is looking
forward to the upcoming season and feels her team
is ready to take on the challenge.

“It’s pretty exciting considering the teams we
will be competing against are the schools you see
on ESPN and always hear things about.” Clements
said. “We may not have the height some of our
opponents have, but we have the determination
and heart to get the job done.”

Gober said while his team is taking a
challenging road, they are being realistic with their
expectations.

“We are not going in expecting to win every
match we play,” Gober said. “The goal is to
compete every night and have the opposing team
say we are Division | caliber. | want us to feel like
we belong.”

Despite being new to the OVC, Gober feels
his team has the ability to turn a few heads.

“We are really looking at being competitive,”
Gober said. “I really think we are going to surprise
some people.”

On the road, SIUE will play regional rivals
Missouri, Illinois and Saint Louis University.

“We are playing some very good opponents,
and it’s exciting to go down to places like Mizzou
and play on their floor and play some of these top
100 RPI teams,” Gober said. “We feel we are up
for the test.”

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SIUE men’s soccer struggles
In early Division | contest

The SIUE men’s soccer
team finished off their
exhibition season last week,
losing to No. 21-ranked Bradley
University 4-1.

Men’s soccer Head Coach
Kevin Kalish said the game was
extremely tough for the
Cougars, and there were some
kinks to work out this week
before their next game on
Saturday against Missouri State
University at Des Moines, lowa.

“We made some crucial
mistakes that cost us some
goals,” Kalish said.

SIUE had a rough start to
the game with a handball in the
box two minutes into the game,
allowing Bradley’s Chris
Cutshaw to draw first blood and
score a goal on SIUE senior
goalkeeper Nick Frasca.

The Cougars responded
with freshman Jack Tweliman’s
seven-yard-out goal nine
minutes into the first half.

Kalish said Twellman will
show his true colors this fall in
the new conference.

“Jack’s doing very well,”
Kalish said. “He’s making the
transition to Division | faster
than we thought.”

Twellman’s promise failed
to outshine Bradley, who

proceeded to score three more
times, with the final goal at
29:09 by Braves’ Paul Tracy
from 18 yards out.

Junior midfielder Nick
Bigogno said Bradley used a
unique style of play the Cougars
weren’t used to.

“We did a lot of good
things, but we made some
crucial mistakes,” Bigogno said.
“They capitalized on every
opportunity they had.”

Frasca said the exhibition
season was a learning experience
that showed promise for their
switch to D-I.

“This was our first test at
the Division | level,” Frasca
said. “We’re going to have a fun
season that we’ll be able to build
off of.”

Kalish said the Cougar men
would learn from their loss and
stick to the game plan for the
upcoming season.

“We’ll be focusing on
executing play style, and we’ll
get better and better,” Kalish
said. “We want to win every
game, but sometimes it’s good
to expose some weaknesses.”
