Concept Framework
It is well documented throughout the literature that adults learn differently than children (Teaching Excellence in Adult Literacy [TEAL], 2011). There are three major theories on exactly how adults learn different material: andragogy, self-directed, and transformational learning. Of these theories, self-directed learning and to a lesser extent andragogy encompasses this project.
           	Self-directed learning requires the student take the initiative in achieving specific educational outcomes. It is estimated that roughly 70% of adult learning is achieved in this fashion. Because of this, several strategies can be employed to facilitate successful self-directed learning. Educators can offer a variety of resources to present material in different ways, as well as conducting self-assessments to ensure appropriate learning objectives have been met. For this project the accompanying videos, along with the updated rubrics, will provide an additional resource that self-directed learners can utilize at their leisure. Furthermore, the self-assessment with the videos can aid in identifying any gaps in knowledge (TEAL, 2011).

This theory posits that the adult learner moves from dependency to self-directedness, is motivated to learn from internal as opposed to external factors, and is ready to learn when they assume new life roles. Furthermore, this theory suggests that educators can assess the learner’s specific needs and interests, and design activities to achieve specific objectives. Again, this project facilitates self-directed learning and is available to the student at all times. This activity also allows the student to achieve the objective of understanding the sequences for induction methods (TEAL, 2011). 
	In conclusion, adults learn in various ways. This project is aimed at aiding adult learning regarding typical and rapid sequence induction. This project will facilitate self-directed and andragogy learning types for the adult. 
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
