Conceptual Framework 
	The Theory of Planned Behavior was used to guide this project.  The Theory of Planned Behavior helps to explain and predict human behaviors, taking into account behaviors that may be influenced by others (Warner, 2012).  An individual’s intentions can be molded by one’s attitudes, subjective norms, and perceived behavioral control.  This theory can also be used when behavior change is necessary (Steinmetz, Knappstein, Ajzen, Schmidt, & Kabst, 2016).  
[bookmark: _GoBack]	The Theory of Planned Behavior was helpful for this project as understanding intentions and subsequent behaviors is useful when considering immunization compliance of college students.  The intended behavior for this project was for first-semester students at SIUE to be compliant with vaccine requirements within the established timeline.  This project evaluated the attitudes, subjective norms, and perceived behavioral controls related to vaccine compliance.  The interventions were structured to help alter the beliefs that hinder student compliance.  Successful interventions based on the Theory of Planned Behavior increased beliefs about positive outcomes of vaccine compliance, made the idea of being compliant with vaccines more popular, increased compliance skills and knowledge, and decreased any barriers, as well as generated facilitators to help students achieve vaccine compliance goals (Steinmetz et al., 2016).
